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Setting up of stabilization units in first referral units

Every first referral unit must have clearly established arrangement for the prompt, safe and effective
resuscitation of babies and for the care of sick newborns. Most sick newborn can be stabilised at this

level.

Services at a stabilisation unit

A Stabilisation Unit at an FRU or an equivalent facility provides the following services:

Care at birth.

Provision of warmth.

Resuscitation.

Monitoring of vital signs.

Initial care and stabilisation of sick newborns.

Care of low birth weight newborn not requiring intensive care.
Breast feeding and feeding support.

Referral services.

Configuration of a Stabilisation Unit

The stabilisation unit should be located within or in close proximity of the maternity ward
Space of approximately 40-50 sq ft. per bed is needed, where four radiant warmers can be

kept.

Provision of hand washing and containment of infection control should be there, if is not a

part of the delivery room.

One dedicated nursing staff needs to be available round-the-clock for newborn care in the
stabilisation unit. One Medical Officer skilled in newborn care of paediatrician is required for clinical

care and oversight.
Training:
Doctors and nurses posted in the stabilisation unit

Referral services

must undergo skill-based training for 3-4 days.

Each unit accepting sick newborns and required to make neonatal referrals should have, or have
access to, an appropriately staffed and equipped transport service.
